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Public Policy: Interpretive Approach
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Abstract

There are two purposes in this research: (1) to study the interpretive
concepts and theories and (2) to study the interpretive public policies whiciware the
result of the interpretive concepts and theories. Methodology used in tae Study is a
documentary research.

For the first purpose, the study found that the interpretive ¢ancepts and
theories divided into 3 groups: (1) descriptive interpretation \/hicriconsists of two
sub-concepts: ethnography and phenomenology; (2) criticaCinerpretation; and (3)
postmodern interpretation which consists of 5 sub-col cepez: narrative and
metanarrative, discourse, deconstruction, language (snajsis, and governmentality.

For the second purpose, the study found that the interpretive public policies,
which are the result of the interpretive concepts and theories, divided into four
groups according to the focusing and the ¢ssence of content: interpretive public
policy, discursive public policy, narrativ: peblic policy and collaborative public

policy.
